This obligation shall survive termination of this Proposal for a period of 3 years.

9. Termination
Either party may terminate the contract arising from this Proposal by providing written notice to the other party if the other party breaches any material obligation and fails to remedy such breach within 14 days of notice.
Termination shall not affect accrued rights or liabilities.

10. Governing Law and Jurisdiction
This Proposal and any resulting contract shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of Australia.
The parties submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of Australia for any disputes arising hereunder.

11. Entire Agreement
This Proposal, together with any documents expressly incorporated by reference, constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes all prior agreements, understandings, and negotiations.

12. Amendments
Any amendments or modifications to this Proposal must be in writing and signed by authorized representatives of both parties.
