BACKGROUND:
A. The parties are in a de facto relationship as defined by the Family Law Act 1975 (Cth) and are not married to each other.
B. The parties wish to regulate their financial and property interests during and after the relationship, including in the event of separation.
C. This Agreement is intended to operate as a binding Financial Agreement under Part VIIIA of the Family Law Act 1975 (Cth).

OPERATIVE CLAUSES:

1. Definitions
In this Agreement, unless the context requires otherwise, the following terms have the meanings set out below:
1.1 “De Facto Relationship” means a relationship as defined in the Family Law Act 1975 (Cth).
1.2 “Property” means all real and personal property, whether jointly or individually owned, including but not limited to assets, investments, and liabilities.

2. Purpose of Agreement
This Agreement sets out the terms and conditions agreed upon by the parties in respect of their financial arrangements and property rights during and after their de facto relationship.

3. Full and Frank Disclosure
Each party confirms having made full and frank disclosure of their financial position, including assets, liabilities, income, and financial resources, to the other party prior to executing this Agreement.

4. Financial Arrangements During Relationship
4.1 The parties agree to contribute to the relationship and household expenses as follows:

4.2 Each party shall retain ownership and control over their separate property acquired before or during the relationship unless otherwise agreed.

5. Property Ownership and Division

9.1 Each party confirms having been advised to seek, and having had the opportunity to obtain, independent legal advice regarding this Agreement.
9.2 Certificates of independent legal advice have been or will be provided by the respective solicitors.

10. Confidentiality
The parties agree to keep the terms of this Agreement confidential, except as required by law or with mutual consent.

11. Governing Law and Jurisdiction
This Agreement is governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth of Australia and the relevant State or Territory laws.
The parties submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of Australia.

12. Entire Agreement
This Agreement contains the entire understanding between the parties concerning its subject matter and supersedes all prior agreements or understandings.

13. Severability
If any provision of this Agreement is held invalid or unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall remain in full force and effect.

14. Execution
This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each of which is an original and all of which together constitute one and the same instrument.
