The Landlord is not liable for loss, damage or injury to the Tenant or Tenant’s property except where caused by the Landlord’s negligence.
The Tenant is advised to obtain their own contents insurance for personal belongings.

Dispute Resolution:
Any dispute arising under this Agreement shall be resolved in accordance with the South Australian Residential Tenancies Act and may be referred to the South Australian Civil and Administrative Tribunal (SACAT).

General Provisions:
1. This Agreement constitutes the entire understanding between the parties.
2. Any amendments must be in writing and signed by both parties.
3. If any provision is found invalid, the remainder shall remain effective.
4. The Agreement is governed by the laws of South Australia.
