Termination by Tenant: The Tenant may terminate the agreement by giving the required notice under the Residential Tenancies Act 2010 (NSW).
Termination by Landlord: The Landlord may terminate the agreement only on grounds permitted by the Residential Tenancies Act 2010 (NSW) with proper notice.

Return of Bond:
The Bond will be returned to the Tenant after the end of the tenancy subject to any lawful deductions for rent arrears, damage, or other breaches.

Dispute Resolution:
Any disputes arising from this agreement shall be resolved in accordance with the Residential Tenancies Act 2010 (NSW) and may be referred to the NSW Civil and Administrative Tribunal.
